G. Second foreign language (French) by Mrs. Kemp and a new class for journalism lead by Mr. Tim Bradshaw for 10th, 11th and 12th graders are offered this year. 

H. Overall, the school has made many improvements over the past year, the grounds and buildings are kept in an excellent way for us. Mr. Russ stated that they are repairing and replacing items as he called it, “fixing the obvious.”
